
GRAND RIVER STATION – LA CROSSE, WISCONSIN 

The City of La Crosse Municipal Transit Utility and Gorman & Company Inc. are pleased to co-host a 
grand opening/dedication of the Grand River Station Transit Oriented Development (TOD) on August 
25, 2010.  The project took over twelve years from visioning, planning, conceptual design, developer 
recruitment, construction, and financing to completion.  The project was originally conceived in the City 
and Downtown Mainstreet, Inc., City Vision 2000 Downtown Revitalization Master Plan.  The City 
completed a location analysis followed by issuing three separate Requests for Proposals to secure 
potential developers.  Gorman and Company eventually was the successful developer. 

The $30 million project is collaboration between the U.S. Department of Transportation – Federal 
Transit Administration, the Wisconsin Housing and Economic Development Authority (WHEDA), the 
City of La Crosse, the City of La Crosse Redevelopment Authority, the City of La Crosse Board of 
Public Works, the State of Wisconsin Board of Commissioners of Public Lands, and Gorman and 
Company of Madison, Wisconsin.   

Grand River Station symbolizes the City’s continuing commitment to the revitalization of Historic 
Downtown La Crosse.  The importance of adding over 90 housing units to the downtown housing mix 
cannot be understated.  The City has taken the long view with this monumental and catalytic TOD 
project.  Grand River Station is a revitalization project that replaced a surface parking lot, an adult book 
store, outdoor advertizing billboards, and vacant and under-utilized buildings.  The architecture of Grand 
River Station captures the essence of what it means to be a National Main Street Award recipient.   

The Transit Oriented Development contains the City’s Regional Transit Center, 92 market rate and 
mixed-income rental apartments, ground floor retail space, and parking.  There are 15 apartments that 
cater to artists and entrepreneurs, and are designed with live/work space. Fifty-nine of the apartments are 
affordable for residents earning 30, 50 and 60 percent of La Crosse County Median Income.  

All apartment homes will share amenities including a business center, artists’ workspaces, an art gallery, 
theater, fitness room, and green roof with patio area. The 10,000 square foot transit center on the ground 
level serves as a hub for public transportation in downtown La Crosse. The retail included on this level, 
along with the convenience of the transit center, enhances the already rich amenity package for Grand 
River Station’s residents. 
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
